We have a zero tolerance
approach towards corruption which is underpinned by continuous employee training and specific risk
prevention strategies.”

Alessandro Profumo, Chief Executive Officer of Leonardo, said “Leonardo has adopted targeted
risk-assessment methods and more stringent internal controls while delivering employee awareness
campaigns on whistleblowing and anti-corruption issues. Our re-certification reflects the
commitments to integrity, transparency and compliance that we have made over the years and the
rules we have put in place to prevent and combat corruption, which is the result of the constant work
of the numerous corporate functions involved.”
